A048: Housekeeping
The Chair communicated housekeeping arrangements for the meeting.
A049: Apologies for Absence
No apologies for absence had been submitted in advance of the meeting.
A050: Declarations of Interest

A051: Minutes from the Last Meeting

The minutes of the APC meeting held on the 12th August 2021 were attached to the agenda and submitted for approval.

A052. Matters arising from the Last Minutes (Not listed on the agenda)

The Chair reported that a Whinney Hill working group committee had met at Accrington Town Hall over the summer and a traffic stacking system for the compound was now in place to avoid congestion on Whinney Hill Road. The Suez area manager will arrange another meeting in the autumn with all relevant representatives which include APC. 
A053: Membership of the Council (Co-opt of vacancy)

Mr Gary Monk had handed the Clerk his resignation letter from the Parish Council and as 

a result this created another vacancy. 

The Chair reported that the HBC elections department had been informed and a notice of election had 

been produced for the required timescales. After the expiry date this meant that the Council could Co-

opt the vacancy and interviews had been held with candidates.

A054: Public Participation

No members of the public were in attendance at the meeting but a letter from the general public would 

be dealt with under correspondence.
A055: Chairman’s Action

The Chair reported that he was waiting for a number of telephone calls to be returned with on going 

issues and pointed to an example of a blocked public rights of way issue reported to LCC back in May.
A056: Parish Councillor Updates

Councillor Halstead reported that the memorial bench had been refurbished with gold lettering along 

with the bus stop metal bench
The bench with flowerpots at either side of it which do not belonging to APC at River Bank Terrace, Burnley Rd, Altham has  also been renovate) and both bus stops should have work completed on them by the end of the week with the clock in one being replaced. Historical background information was provided on the donation of the clock and the previous repair work.

A057: Correspondence

A letter had been received from a member of the public concerning noise issues near the Old School House on Burnley Road. The unit next door is part of Altham Industrial Estate and reports had been received of heavy machinery working early hours of the morning and late at night. 

The comments received would be passed onto the HBC Environment Health Department who deal with noise pollution issues. 
A058: Finance

The LCC Public Realm payment had been increased but the final financial details still required formal confirmation. Background information was provided to new Members of the Council on areas that were maintained by APC and the increase of payment was due to extra land being included opposite the Church which was previously maintained by the industrial estate. 
A059: Updates on:
A- Road Safety (Spids) 
The Chair reported the Spids had been out for the last 2 weeks along Burnley Road with an average speed recording of 48mph. A recent meeting with the Deputy Crime Commissioner was positive with the police wanting to work with APC and use the speeding data.
There may be a technical problem with one of the spids and this could require a repair.
B- Moorfield Industrial Estate
The police had been informed of intelligence observed at the site and a reply was awaiting from the Environmental Agency.
C- Parish Lengthsman 
There had been some problems with staffing issues and as a gesture of goodwill instead of charging for work undertaken in 2021-22, this allocated amount would be donated to APC for use at the Christmas event.
D- Crime Figures
The data provided included the Clayton le Moors area and there had been a number of offences committed.

It was noted that the Stanley Park area was the highest part of the Parish for crime data recorded. 
E- Allotments (Livingstone Road site)
Councillor Stubbs had visited the site but could not gain access to view all the plots at Livingstone Road. Other Members of the Council had viewed the location recently and it was noted that there had been improvements. Both the Chair and Vice Chair had safely removed some asbestos from one of the plots following a request by a tenant trying to make improvements. The site representative would be contacted to arrange for the restricted plots to be inspected.

Mr Gary Monk had forwarded on an email in relation to a freedom of information request to LCC which provided information that no new roads from 2011 had been built or were proposed for the Hyndburn area compared to other parts of the Council.
